Chih-Chieh Chen is currently a professor of the Institute of Occupational Medicine and Industrial Hygiene, National Taiwan University. He earned a Ph.D. in occupational hygiene from the University of Cincinnati in 1991. His Ph.D. thesis titled “Aerosol Filtration and Face seal Leakage Characteristics of Filtering Facepieces” was one of the few doctoral dissertations spearheaded in respiratory protection research. He worked at the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health (NIOSH) in Cincinnati from 1991 to 1993, before he went back to Taiwan. His research involves respiratory protection and comprehensive aspects of aerosol technology, including aerosol generation, sampling, measurement, and control. He has been active in environmental and occupational hygiene related professions: the Past President of International Occupational Hygiene Association (IOHA), Taiwan Association for Aerosol Research (TAAR), Taiwan Occupational Hygiene Association (TOHA), Board Member of Asian Network of Occupational Hygiene (ANOH), Board Member of International Society for Respiratory Protection (ISRP), Member of International Advisory Board of the Annals of Occupational Hygiene, and Associate Editor of Journal of Labor and Occupational Safety and Health (Taiwan). He was a Certified Industrial Hygienist (CIH) by the American Board of Industrial Hygiene in 1993.
